Over the years CMH has developed 
a few principles to guide guests 
through the transition from home 
to heli-ski lodge.  Always: 

1. Carry your passport.   

2. Carry-on your ski boots. 

3. Limit luggage to 18kg/40lbs. 

4. Advise the CMH Transportation 
Team of any changes to your 
travel itinerary. 

Upon arriving at Calgary Interna-

tional Airport please collect your 
luggage and proceed across the 
street to the Delta Calgary Airport 
Hotel.  There you will be greeted 
by a CMH representative and given 
specific instructions.   

Late arriving guests  or  mid-week 
arrivals should also proceed to the 
Delta Calgary Airport Hotel where 
you will be met by a CMH repre-
sentative or pre-arranged car and 
driver to continue your journey 

into the lodges. 

Guests arriving via Kelowna, 
Prince George, Vancouver or other 
way-points need to be in contact 
with the CMH Transportation Team  
prior to arriving and upon arrival 
at the airport so that CMH may 
monitor your progress and travel 
arrangements.

Travel Advice for New Guests and Veterans

A VALID PASSPORT IS REQUIRED 
FOR ENTRY INTO CANADA. 

If you arrive in Canada from a for-
eign country, including the United 
States of America, you must clear 
Canadian Customs and will be re-
quired to produce a valid passport 
(in some cases, a driver’s license 
and birth certificate will suffice, 
however check with authorities 
before leaving your home).

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Transportation from Calgary via 
Banff to the area lodges covers an 
enormous amount of land of varied 
geography.  You will travel from 
the flat prairie surrounding Cal-
gary, through the rolling foothills 
of the Front Range and into the 
heart of the majestic Canadian 
Rockies.  Your journey will expose 
you to winter driving conditions 
which may involve snow, ice, 
wind, cold temperatures and low 
visibility, all factors that contribute 

to the best skiing in the world.  For 
these reasons your patience and 
cooperation, while enroute to the 
lodges, is appreciated and will be 
greatly rewarded during your stay 
at the lodges. 

Every effort is made to maintain a 
strict travel schedule while travel-
ing to and from the lodges.  How-
ever, your journey is at the mercy 
of the weather and road condi-
tions.  Please plan accordingly 

when arranging your travel itiner-
ary.  Do not rely on unrealistic 
travel connections and avoid dis-
appointment by allowing yourself 
enough time to complete your 
journey in less than ideal weather 
conditions.

From Banff, drive west on the Trans Canada Hwy #1 
to the intersection of Hwy #93.             28km/18miles 
 
Turn south on Hwy #93 and drive to Radium Hot 
Springs                                              104km/65miles 
 
At intersection of Hwy #93 and Hwy #95 turn north 
towards Spillimacheen on Hwy #95. 
Ten km past the Brisco General Store turn right off 
Hwy #95 through a gate with a CMH sign. 
You have arrived at Bugaboo helipad.     36km/23miles 
 
 
From Golden, drive south on Hwy #95 towards the 
town of Spillimacheen.                       68km/43miles 
 
One km past the Spillimacheen Service Stn., turn left 
off Hwy #95 and enter the helipad through a gate with 
a CMH sign.                                        1km/0,62miles 
 
 
Please be cautious when entering and waiting at 
the helipad.  Flight operations may be in pro-
gress and ground crews may be moving around. 
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
