Over the years CMH has developed 
a few principles to guide guests 
through the transition from home 
to heli-ski lodge.  Always: 

• Carry your passport.   

• Carry-on your ski boots. 

• Limit luggage to 18kg/40lbs. 

• Advise the CMH Transportation 

Team of any changes to your 
travel itinerary. 

Upon arriving at Calgary Interna-
tional Airport please collect your 
luggage and proceed across the 
street to the Delta Calgary Airport 
Hotel.  There you will be greeted 
by a CMH representative and given 
specific instructions.   

Late arriving guests  or  mid-week 
arrivals should also proceed to the 
Delta Calgary Airport Hotel where 
you will be met by a CMH repre-
sentative or pre-arranged car and 

driver to continue your journey 
into the lodges. 

Guests arriving via Kelowna, 
Prince George, Vancouver or other 
way-points need to be in contact 
with the CMH Transportation Team  
prior to arriving and upon arrival 
at the airport so that CMH may 
monitor your progress and travel 
arrangements.

Transportation from Calgary via 
Banff to the area lodges covers an 
enormous amount of land of varied 
geography.  You will travel from 
the flat prairie surrounding Cal-
gary, through the rolling foothills 
of the Front Range and into the 
heart of the majestic Canadian 
Rockies.  Your journey will expose 
you to winter driving conditions 
which may involve snow, ice, 

wind, cold temperatures and low 
visibility, all factors that contribute 
to the best skiing in the world.  For 
these reasons your patience and 
cooperation, while enroute to the 
lodges, is appreciated and will be 
greatly rewarded during your stay 
at the lodges. 

Every effort is made to maintain a 
strict travel schedule while travel-

ing to and from the lodges.  How-
ever, your journey is at the mercy 
of the weather and road condi-
tions.  Please plan accordingly 
when arranging your travel itiner-
ary.  Do not rely on unrealistic 
travel connections and avoid dis-
appointment by allowing yourself 
enough time to complete your 
journey in less than ideal weather 
conditions. 

The Monashees present perhaps 
the most challenging skiing of any 
of our heli-ski areas and are suit-
able for experienced CMH Heli-
Skiers who normally ski in the 
fastest group at other CMH areas. 
Between 60 and 90 percent of 
Monashees skiing is in mature, 
naturally well-spaced forest. Along 
with some of the best tree skiing 
on earth, the Monashees is also 
admired for its long, consistently 
steep-pitched runs.  

The CMH Monashee Lodge is a 
drive-in lodge and may be ac-
cessed quite easily by road from 
the Revelstoke turnoff.  It is, how-
ever, still recommended that 
guests take advantage of the 
ground transportation provided by 
CMH and inclusive in the price of 
the trip as the road is an active 
logging road.   

The Monashee lodge is also part of 
the Powder Air program.  Guests 

who choose to purchase the 
weekly Powder Air flight have the 
luxury of leaving Calgary later in 
the morning on Saturday and ar-

riving back in Calgary by 15:45 on 
the return trip.  Contact Powder 
Air at www.powderair.com for 
more details.
