Travel Advice for New Guests and Veterans

Over the years CMH has developed
a few principles to guide guests
through the transition from home
to heli-ski lodge.

e Carry your passport.
e Carry-on your ski boots.
e Limit luggage to 18kg/40lbs.

e Advise the CMH Transportation
Team of any changes to your
travel itinerary.

Passport Control

A VALID PASSPORT IS REQUIRED
FOR ENTRY INTO CANADA.

If you arrive in Canada from a for-
eign country, including the United
States of America, you must clear
Canadian Customs and will be re-
quired to produce a valid passport
(in some cases, a driver’s license
and birth certificate will suffice,
however check with authorities
before leaving your home).

CMH at the Delta Calgary Airport Hotel

Representatives from Canadian
Mountain Holidays may be found in
the lobby of the Delta Calgary Air-
port Hotel on Fridays and Satur-
days for trips beginning on the
weekend; and on certain days dur-
ing the week to facilitate sched-
uled mid-week heli-ski trips.

Upon arriving at Calgary Interna-
tional Airport please collect your
luggage and proceed across the
street to the Delta Calgary Airport
Hotel where you will be greeted by
a CMH representative and given
specific instructions.

Late arriving guests or mid-week
arrivals should also proceed to the
Delta Calgary Airport Hotel where
you will be met by a CMH repre-

Transportation To and From the Areas

Transportation from Calgary via
Banff to the area lodges covers an
enormous amount of land of varied
geography. You will travel from
the flat prairie surrounding Cal-
gary, through the rolling foothills
of the Front Range and into the
heart of the majestic Canadian
Rockies. Your journey will expose
you to winter driving conditions
which may involve snow, ice,

wind, cold temperatures and low
visibility, all factors that contribute
to the best skiing in the world. For
these reasons your patience and
cooperation, while enroute to the
lodges, is appreciated and will be
greatly rewarded during your stay
at the lodges.

Every effort is made to maintain a
strict travel schedule while travel-

ing to and from the lodges. How-
ever, your journey is at the mercy
of the weather and road condi-
tions. Please plan accordingly
when arranging your travel itiner-
ary. Do not rely on unrealistic
travel connections and avoid dis-
appointment by allowing yourself
enough time to complete your
journey in less than ideal weather
conditions.

Revelstoke Ground Transportation Schedule

New to CMH Revelstoke this sea-
son will be the addition of two, 5
day and one, 4 day trips between
December 08 and 22, 2007.
Scheduled transportation for these
new trips is included in the overall
price.

CMH Revelstoke is located in the
heart of Powder Country. The
Town of Revelstoke is 425km or
264 miles west of Calgary on the
other side of Rogers Pass. The trip
duration, by ground transporta-

tion, is approximately 5 hours and
winds through some of the most
picturesque mountains in the
world.

CMH Revelstoke may also be ac-
cessed from the cities of Vancou-
ver, Kelowna, Kamloops and Spo-
kane (Washington). Ground trans-
portation is not included in the

package price for guests arriving
via these cities, however the in-
creased popularity of these cities’
airports make arranging ground
transportation to the lodge easy.
