Travel Advice for New Guests and Veterans

Over the years CMH has developed
a few principles to guide guests
through the transition from home
to heli-ski lodge.

e Limit luggage to 18kg/40lbs.

e Advise the CMH Transportation
Team of any changes to your
travel itinerary.

Passport Control

A VALID PASSPORT IS REQUIRED
FOR ENTRY INTO CANADA.

If you arrive in Canada from a for-
eign country, including the United
States of America, you must clear
Canadian Customs and will be re-
quired to produce a valid passport
(in some cases, a driver’s license
and birth certificate will suffice,
however check with authorities
before leaving your home).

CMH at the Delta Calgary Airport Hotel

Representatives from Canadian
Mountain Holidays may be found in
the lobby of the Delta Calgary Air-
port Hotel on Fridays and Satur-
days for trips beginning on the
weekend; and on certain days dur-
ing the week to facilitate sched-
uled mid-week heli-ski trips.

Upon arriving at Calgary Interna-
tional Airport please collect your
luggage and proceed across the
street to the Delta Calgary Airport
Hotel. There you will be greeted
by a CMH representative and given
specific instructions.

Late arriving guests or mid-week
arrivals should also proceed to the
Delta Calgary Airport Hotel where
you will be met by a CMH repre-

Transportation To and From Valemount

Transportation to the CMH
Valemount Lodge is by chartered
aircraft from the Calgary airport to
the airstrip in Valemount British
Columbia.

Valemount guests should arrive in
Calgary and check in with the CMH
representatives at the Delta Cal-
gary Airport Hotel on the Friday
evening prior to the Saturday start
of their CMH Valemount trip.

Saturday morning, guests will be

shuttled to the charter terminal
where they will board a plane
bound for the Valemount airstrip.
Guests will be met by the
Valemount exchange coordinator
and shuttled to the lodge.

Valemount guests leaving the
lodge at the end of their visit will
embark on the same charter plane
that brought the guests into
Valemount. The returning plane is
scheduled to land in Calgary in
